Students Who Don’t Qualify


Who Gets The Paperwork?


   If it has been determined by the IEP that a student assessed for special education supports and services does not qualify, the case manager should send all original documents, including assessment reports to Special Education Records at Kerr Annex.   Please retain copies of all paperwork while the student is enrolled since  issues may arise in the future.   Once the student moves to a new school, the paperwork can be sent to the receiving school if known.  If the new school is not known, paperwork may be shredded.   After that time, inquiries can be made to Special Education Records.








Special Ed. Teacher Evaluations


How Does The Process Work?


   Program Specialists will be collaborating with site administrators to determine responsibility for the evaluations of special education teachers who are due to be evaluated this year.   Once the agreement has been made, teachers will be made aware of the determination and will be evaluated according to the district timeline.   Training will be made available to administrators in the use of the Special Education Principals’ Online Evaluation Tool (POET).   POET assists in focusing administrators’ evaluations in critical areas of special education and provides special education teachers with an evaluation that reflect their specific job requirements.

   Each year, program specialist assignments are analyzed and realigned to best meet the needs of students with special needs, parents, teachers and administrators.   The EGUSD Regional and Cross Region Program Specialist organization has become a model throughout the state.
